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research should be linked to the results of previous research by other authors. The discussion 
should include the conclusion of the research resulting from the results obtained.

References should list maximum 15 most important references used in the manuscript. In the text, 
refer to the author’s name and year of publication, e.g. (HALL, 2012), (HALL and SMITH, 2012), 
(HALL et al., 2012). 
In the list of references, the names of all authors should be written. The list of references 
should be arranged in alphabetical order according to the first authors’ name. Publications by a 
single author should be arranged according to publication dates. 
Use the following system for arranging the references (journal, book, web site):
